Venue  - Watooka Club, Linden, Region 10 
Organization Hosting the Workshop- Linden Care Foundation

Participants: Twenty participants filled out evaluation forms. Eighteen of these were female participants or ninety % (90%) and two participants were male representing ten % (10%).The age of participants ranged from 17 -29 years with a breakdown into the following age ranges:

17-19 years - 4 persons or 20% of all participants

21-25 years -5 persons or 25% of all participants

26-30 years – 2 persons or 10% of all participants

31-35 years -5 persons or 25% of all participants

36-39 years – 3 persons or 15% of all participants
Aim of the Workshop – Participants expressed in their own word the aim of the workshop as follows:

“The workshop was to educate me on how serious child sexual abuse is and how to deal with it and other things such as self, expectations etc” 

“To improve the quality of persons dealing with domestic violence, abuse , stress”

“The workshop is to gain more information about domestic violence and child abuse and ways to help”

“For me the aim of the workshop is how to deal with domestic violence, stress, expectations and one on one counselling”

“How I can be empowered to work with persons who were or are being abused and also how to deal with stress and how to have a good relationship”

“I think the aim of the workshop was to help participants understand themselves and others, how to deal with stress and domestic violence, child abuse and other forms of abuse”
“I think the aim for this workshop was to educate persons in the social work field mainly on domestic violence, child abuse & self”

“To educate us on domestic violence and its relationship to HIV/AIDS”

“I think the aim of the workshop was to enlighten us more about domestic abuse”

“The workshop help me to know about Johari window on the self and how to deal with people who have been abused”

Participants favourite part of the workshop

 Sixty five % (65%) of participants identified role play, on the different topics presented, as being the favourite part of the 4 day workshop for them. This varied from role plays on child abuse, physical and other forms of abuse and client/counsellor role play.
Fifteen % (15%) of all participants also identified topics on Self & Self Esteem as their favourite part of the workshop and fifteen percent indicated that their favourite part of the workshop included all topics and sessions.
Participants least favourite part of the workshop

Thirty % (30%) of participants did not answer the question. Twenty % (20%) said they enjoyed all the sessions while the other fifty% (50%) of all participants identified the following topics as the ones they least liked:
Stress management- 20%

Johari window on Self- 10%

 Other topics identified as the least favourite were Expectations, Healthy & Unhealthy Relationships, and Role Play.
What would participants change about the workshop
Participants responded to this question in the following ways:

 Twenty five % (25%) of all participants said they would not change anything and enjoyed all the session of the four day workshop. Thirty % (30%) did not respond to the question and the remaining forty five % of participants said they would change the following:
“The way you treat children who are abused”

“I will change myself and others”

“ I will change domestic violence and child abuse”

“I will change the way I use to think about these situations and help others to understand”

“I will change the way in which I deal with expectations of things and persons and the ways I would deal with stress”

“I’ll try to change the way I think about people”

“I would change the venue”

“I would change the way in which the stress management was presented”

“The stress teacher”

Participants favourite part of the workshop- Twenty seven % of participants identified the session on domestic violence as their favourite part of the workshop including the short and long term effects of abuse and web of abuse. Thirty three % identified the sharing of ideas and experiences during group work as their favourite part of the workshop and eleven % identified understanding gender and gender roles as the part of the workshop they most enjoyed. Other areas identified as favourites by participants were topics on love and friendship, domestic abuse and child abuse, being able to define what are some of the reasons men are abusive and one participant said all topics and sessions during the workshop were favourites of hers
Participants’ least favourite part of the workshop- 95% of all participants left this question blank or said they could not identify a least favourite part of the workshop indicating that they were well satisfied with all sessions. Other comments were that “the workshop was very good and enjoyable”, “well planned” and one participant indicated that having to leave at the end of the workshop was their least favourite part of the workshop.

One response to this question was not clear enough to report on.

Participants’ assessment of the venue –96% or seventeen out of eighteen participants found the venue comfortable and helpful for learning. One participant said  the venue would have been better if there was a little more room and air.

What would participants change about the workshop- Participants responded to the question in the following ways:

- “My way of thinking”

- “The way I look at abuse towards my friend, son and the animal”
- “I would change the way I act towards persons”

-  “I would change sharing licks on my grandchildren daily”

_ “I would change the way I behave when I am vex”

- “I would change my behaviour”

- “I would change my whole attitude towards persons who are being abused”
- “I would change some of the things I do and say to my son and nephew which in some part is abusive”

 - “The time was too limited”
- “Nothing, looking forward for next workshop”

- “Talking on cell phones, cell phones need to be turned off”

- “Longer period for the workshop so more information can be shared and more rap pour can take place”

Topics Discussed – Domestic Violence, Self, Web of Abuse, Profile of Abuser, Myths vs Facts

Findings – Facilitators rated individual and group participation at the workshop as very good. Facilitators also rated participants grasp of topics discussed as very good. In their written comments facilitators said that participants were co-operative and interactive during the workshop, however, the workshop was held two days after the Bartica Killings and some distraction was evident as a result of rumours circulating in region 2.
Requests – A request was made to schedule the 4 day workshop when school is out for the Easter holidays
