3 persons said their favourite part was Learning about Protection Orders & DVA

3 persons’ favourite session was Gender

6 persons’ favourite part was Child Abuse sessions and they responded with the following: “ Community facilitator –“ It would help me in my work with children”
-“  I understand the importance of teaching children about their body parts “ 

- “Listening to children, learning to understand the body language of children”

- It is important for parents to listen to their kids on a daily basis”

-“ Helping Strategies for working with abused children was a favourite part”

3 persons listed Domestic Violence & Spousal Abuse as their favourite part

1 person’s favourite part was the Johari Window on Self

1 person also said that the group sessions were also a favourite part of the workshop. 

Participants’ least favourite part of the workshop: - “where to go for help for protection orders against abuse in the home”

- 4 persons said their least favourite part were the ice breakers

-1 person identified the discussion on Protection Orders as their least favourite

- 4 person liked everything about the workshop or did not have a least favourite part

- 13 persons left the question blank (can assume they did not have a least favourite part)

Was Venue comfortable & helpful for learning?

-23 out of the 24 participants were very positive in praise about the workshop venue

What would you change?

-3 persons said they would change the food

-4 participants said they would change nothing

-3 participants said they would like more workshops and more time to be spent on topics for more in depth information & discussion
-Some participants indicate personal changes they would make – “ I would change the way I verbally abuse other people”
“ Be a better mother to my children”

“ I would be a better listener to my grandchildren & clients that I do work with”

“ I would change my thinking on topics discussed”

“ I would change my approach to issues, change  the way I thought about domestic violence”

“I would change the setting of time and days with more males”
