PARTICIPANTS’ EVALUATION

Participants: Eighteen participants filled up evaluation forms. All were female in the following age ranges:
17-19 years - Nil
21-25 years- 3 persons, 17%
26-30 years- 3 persons, 17%
31-35 years- 3 persons. 17%
36-39 years- Nil
40-49 years- 5 persons, 28%

50-59 years- 1 person , 5%

60+    years- 2 persons, 11%

One person did not identify their age

This indicates that 51% of participants were between the ages of 21-35 and 44% were between the ages of 40-60.

Organization Hosting the Workshop- Hope For All
Aim of the Workshop – Participants expressed in their own word the aim of the workshop as follows:

-To empower participants with knowledge in order to be better able to cope with situations relating to domestic violence.
-To deepen self awareness and other awareness and to employ it in my daily job.
-The Aim of the workshop was to develop a better understanding of ways in which we can detect, support and help victims of DV or sexual abuse without the victim saying so.
-To help us to understand DV in adults and children and ways to deal with it, also knowing the different signs of DV and where we can refer to.
-Awareness of DV, empowerment of persons to go out and share, teach and empower others about DV. Building strength and self esteem.
-To raise more awareness in homes of clients and communities about DV especially against women and children which is happening daily around us.

-The aim was to educate you with the necessary tools on how to deal with persons who suffer abuse, domestic violence and other things. 
-To open up our understanding about DV and to be able to identify ways in which domestic violence and abuse is perpetrated.

Participants’ favourite part of the workshop: All of the topic areas were identified as the favourite part of the workshop for different participants and most identified more than one topic area as being a favourite. Topics specifically listed were Johari Window on Self 22%, Child Sexual Abuse & Child Abuse 39%, Domestic Violence 33%, Domestic Violence Act 22%, Profile & Characteristics of the Male Abuser 11%, Group sessions 28%, Other topics areas mentioned as favourites were Entrapment and Expectations. 
Participants’ least favourite part of the workshop: Eleven participants or 61% of participants said they enjoyed all the sessions or gave no response to this question indicating they did not have a least favourite part of the workshop. Other least favourite sessions identified were Stress (2 persons) Expectations (1 person) and the Domestic violence Act (1 person) 
What would participants change about the workshop
Participants responded to this question in the following ways:

-The way I think about abuse
-Giving a few lashes when behaviour is not to my standard. To be honest it is hard to start doing it. The Bible said “Do not spare the rod and spoil the child”, to crown it all it is not getting the children anywhere. I learnt from the 4 day workshop DV is a learnt behaviour. So put a stop to it now.
-My way of dealing with children especially my child, also how to deal with persons who abuse children especially those who rape children and get free.

-I would change my attitude towards persons who are being abused

-The way in which I approach my son some of the times

-The way I view people who are victims of DV. I would stop saying that they like what they are in & things like that.

-My thinking about abuse and children

-I want this info to be shared with another 25 persons
